Constipation is a fairly common and uncomfortable complaint. I

accompanied by hard, dry motions which can be painful to pass. |
Laxatives do not help with weight loss. |

often, Whatever it is like for you, it is best that your bowel |
movement has a regular pattern, Constipation is an occasional I
problem for some people.
